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Cold Weather Tips

Working in cold weather is never easy, but sometimes the job is necessary. There are specific
guidelines one should always follow when solvent welding in cold environments. Here are a few:

Store primer & solvent cement in a warm location (above 40°F / 4°C)
when not in use so that they remain fluid.

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Make sure that the pipe, fittings, and valves are at the same
temperature prior to priming and solvent cementing.

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Allow a longer cure period before the system is
pressure tested. Solvents evaporate slower in
colder temperatures.

Permita un periodo de fraguado mas largo antes de que el sistema
sea puesto a presion. Los disolventes se evaporan mas lento en
temperaturas mas frias.
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
